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Everyone has an opinion on where the best pupusas are in El 
Salvador. For many, it’s their mother’s kitchen. Some will say it’s the 
authentic little pupuseria on the corner. Imagine then the uproar 
when this first time visitor to the country claims the Hilton Princess’ 
pupusas set the bar by which all other pupusas should aim. 

Freshly made, the thick corn tortilla filled with beans and a soft 
cheese is paired with a light, traditional coleslaw called curtido. 
Larger than those sold on the street, one Hilton Princess pupusa is 
enough to get you started for the day.

Then, after a day delighting in the wonders of El Salvador, I return 
and it feels like coming home.
